AIM: Developing the skills to analyze a sonnet through knowledge of its structure.
DO NOW: In the octet, of the  poem: “How do I Love Thee? Let me count the ways”, what  problem or question has been stated which is resolved in the sestet?

REVIEW OF HOMEWORK:  Students will use the scansion of the sonnet to assist them in the DoNow
MINI LESSON: TR reviews what has preceded this lesson: rhyme scheme, meter scansion, and construction of sonnets. TR will query students about what might be the question or problem posed in the octet and what the response might be in the sestet.
PO/ Group Activity: Students will work in groups of three to further analyze the sonnet according to prior knowledge of rhyme, and meter to begin constructing a critique of the sonnet and be prepared to defend their argument.
SHAREOUT: 
Students will present to the class their analysis with defense by means of the form elements, rhyme and meter, as we have discussed and as they have discovered.
